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Anyone associated with Zionsville Middle School the past couple of years has undoubtedly taken
note of the presence of technology in our instruction, our everyday practices, and our discussions about
important changes that we’re making in the classroom. Previously, parents had a certain comfort level with
school because they could relate to the experience. Teacher in front, desks in rows, students with note-
books out taking notes about everything the teacher said, one person talking and 30 people listening — we
can all imagine it because we’ve been there. My personal experience as a student, however, fails me when
it comes to the technology-rich classroom. | took typing in high school, and we were lucky that we even
had electric typewriters! Keyboarding was so darned important because, well, who wanted to start all over
again after getting 3/4 of the way through a page? In the spirit of full disclosure though, I did have a class
in which we did some rudimentary computer programming. We wrote our programs on notebook paper,
and once or twice a month got the opportunity to input them into the one computer that the 30 students
shared. By the end of the year | could make a blip go across the screen with the best of them! As a junior
undergrad, | had a professor who required us to use his word processor to turn in our paper. | remember
disliking the inconvenience of it all, but he assured us that someday we would need to know how to use
one. My point? Those of us in the minivan set might know how to use technology, but not because it was
part of our school experience, and as a result, it remains difficult to understand how it transforms the class-
room experience.

The most frequent misunderstanding is that the infusion of technology in the classroom equates
with education about technology. This likely emanates from our personal experiences, when we, in our
20’s, had to learn how to use a computer. | recall being confounded by the cursor, not understanding how
to use the arrow keys to move it, and someone had to teach me how to delete random letters strolling be-
hind the cursor. Heaven only knows how they got there. | never taught these things to my children, they
just knew. | never taught them how to save games on their Wii, never taught them to connect our video
camera via USB to Video Input 4 (and then select it) on our television to watch it, never taught them to use
Facebook, to text, to play their video games online with their friends, or to download apps to their itouch.
They just knew.

Instead, we use technology to assist the teacher to instruct the way we have long known is best,
but logistics prevented us from doing so. Instructional best practice has long called for activities to be stu-
dent-centered, experiential, holistic, authentic, constructivist in nature, and allow for many forms of expres-
sion, reflection, and collaboration. In a classroom with a static textbook and no connection to the outside
world, these principles are difficult if not nearly impossible to routinely embed. Our push
to put technology in the hands of our students is an effort to alter our activities to make these principles a
permanent fixture.

Such transformations do not happen overnight or from simply wishing they might come true. The
ZMS staff has been hard at work reading, discussing and putting into practice elements from a number of
pedagogical experts. Best Practice; A Whole New Mind; Working on the Work; Successful Teaching in
the Differentiated Classroom; Teaching Every Student in the Digital Age; Digital Citizenship in Schools;
Blogs, Wikis, Podcasts and other Powerful Web Tools for the Classroom; The World is Flat; 5 Minds for
the Future; and Reinventing Project-Based Learning are all works that have influenced our staff through
our professional learning groups, and played a major role in the development of our 1:1 program, the use of
Angel, and the use of other technologies in the classroom. One can see from this extensive (yet, incom-
plete) list of our major influencers, we did not simply decide one day that we wanted to have laptops, nor
did the staff just develop a yearning for new toys and toss it on a shopping list. This direction is the result
of a journey begun years ago out of a desire to provide our students the best educational experience possi-
ble.

If you are interested in finding out more about our endeavors, | encourage you to use the links
above to learn more about our professional literature, and, as always, feel free to chat with any of us about
it. There is no doubt that Zionsville Middle School does not reflect the middle school experience that | had,
gulp, in ‘78, “79, and ‘80. And though we know it can be uncomfortable, to tell us that school doesn’t look
anything like it used to is perhaps the biggest compliment we could be paid.

Eligible 6th, 7th- and 8th-graders who enroll in the Twenty-first Century Scholars Program and fulfill a pledge of good citizenship to the state are
guaranteed the cost of four years of college tuition at any participating public college or university in Indiana. If the student attends a private insti-
tution, the state will award an amount comparable to that of a public institution. If the student attends a participating proprietary school, the state
will award a tuition scholarship equal to that of Ivy Tech State College. Twenty-first Century Scholars sends applications to schools with 6th, 7th-
and 8th-grade students enrolled. There are strict income guidelines for eligibility, so not every student and family will qualify. Parents and guardi-
ans need to fill out the application. Students and parents have access to 16 regional support sites providing services and guidance for college prepa-
ration.
