In addition to depositing lunch account funds by cash or check, ZCS has an online credit card payment system
called EZ Pay. Login information can be found on a green sticker on the Fee Statement that came in the registration
packet. If you no longer have that information, contact Sue Gregerson at 873-2858 x11230 to obtain the ID and PIN
needed. Please note that a fee is assessed when paying with a credit card, but there is no charge to log in to the EZ
Pay system to check your student’s lunch account balance. Deposits made using EZ Pay typically reach the student’s
account within 24 hours or the next business day.

For those students who will be returning to ZCS in August, rest assured that lunch account balances will be wait-
ing for them exactly as they were left on June 4, 2008, providing no money was received over the summer. Those stu-
dents leaving our corporation or graduating will need to contact their building’s Cafeteria Cashier.

ISTEP

This is the first year for spring ISTEP testing. The second session of spring testing will be administered Monday, April
27-Wednesday, May 6. The assessments will be on-grade level and summative. As in past years, the ISTEP+ assess-
ments are also cumulative. This affects all grade levels at the middle school.

NWEA

NWEA is a computerized test that evaluates a student's language, reading, and math skills. This test is given in the fall
and spring, so yearly progress can be measured. Fifth and sixth grade students test with their homeroom teacher and
seventh and eighth grade students test with their team teachers.

Please make sure your student eats a healthy breakfast and gets plenty of sleep. Also, please refrain from making any
appointments during testing dates. Testing will take place from Tuesday, April 7 — Tuesday, April 21.

Core 40 Testing

All students taking Algebra will be required to take the Core 40 Test. The test will be administered on May 12 and 13,
2009. As part of Indiana’s school accountability system under Public Law 221, Core 40 End-of-Course Assessments
(ECASs) are designed to ensure the quality, consistency, and rigor of Core 40 courses across the state. Aligned with Indi-
ana’s Academic Standards, End-of-Course Assessments are final exams measuring what students know and are able to
do upon completion of targeted Core 40 courses. In addition, the End-of-Course Assessments are an integral component
of Indiana’s P-16 Plan for Improving Student Achievement. As a part of this vision, these exams would serve an addi-
tional purpose of providing valuable information for college placement.

21% Century Scholars Program- All 7" & 8" Grade parents please read:

Eligible 7th- and 8th-grade students who enroll in the Twenty-first Century Scholars Program and fulfill a pledge of good
citizenship to the state are guaranteed the cost of four years of college tuition at any participating public college or uni-
versity in Indiana. If the student attends a private institution, the state will award an amount comparable to that of a pub-
lic institution. If the student attends a participating proprietary school, the state will award a tuition scholarship equal to
that of Ivy Tech State College. Parents and guardians can fill out an application at this website http://www.in.gov/
ssaci/2429.htm. Applications are also available at the ZMS Guidance Office. Below are the eligibility guidelines for a
family’s current income.
