PTO Wellness Corner :

February’s Healthy Habit:

Now that the Holidays are behind us and many of you have made a New Year’s resolution to eat less and exercise more |
wanted to pass along a few good tips to help you stay on track and reach your goal.

Fitness: Your winter weight-loss fix! Keeping off pounds this winter may be as easy as avoiding the couch during the weekends,
say Vanderbilt University researchers. Their new study found that women moved the least in December, January, and February,
translating to a 10 % drop in calorie burn compared with the summer months. The biggest culprit: lounging around on weekends,
this resulted in a 100 calorie surplus. Try some of these fun winter activities and get yourself and your family moving! Two hours
of bowling burns 400 calories compared to watching a movie which only burns 68 calories. How about snowshoeing, ice skating,
sledding, dancing, winter walks or indoor swimming, any of these are healthy options for winter time exercising.

Nutrition: Go nuts for better health! Add nuts to your diet to fulfill your body’s need for omega 3, 6, and 9 fatty acids. Pistachios,
walnuts, sunflower seeds, and almonds are some top choices to add to your diet. A handful will do or you may try crushing nuts to
crust fish, sprinkle them on salads, or mix them into a healthy trail mix.

Remember that the path to better health begins with a life style change not just a diet. You need to commit to eating right
and making healthy choices. You need to exercise more and make it a habit. You need to sleep at least 7 hours a night to let your
body heal and re-energize for tomorrow.

21° Century Scholars Program

Eligible 7th- and 8th-graders that enroll in the Twenty-first Century Scholars Program and fulfill a pledge of good citizenship to
the state are guaranteed the cost of four years of college tuition at any participating public college or university in Indiana. If
the student attends a private institution, the state will award an amount comparable to that of a public institution. If the stu-
dent attends a participating proprietary school, the state will award a tuition scholarship equal to that of lvy Tech State College.
Twenty-first Century Scholars sends applications to schools with 7th- and 8th-grade students enrolled. There are strict income
guidelines for eligibility, so not every student and family will qualify. Parents and guardians need to fill out the application. Stu-
dents and parents have access to 16 regional support sites providing services and guidance for college preparation. If you

NWEA is a computerized test that evaluates a student's language, reading, and math skills. This test
is given in the fall and spring, so yearly progress can be measured.

February Character Trait, Self-Control

Your children display self-control when they have the ability to direct, guide, and regulate their inter-
est, focus, and behavior. Self-control is a learned skill, developed through guidance and practice. You can
greatly enhance your children’s chances for success by helping them learn how to behave with respect, give
attention to activities of importance, and make decisions that enhance learning.

Self-control is a difficult concept to learn. We often act on our emotions and our desire for immediate
gratification rather than what is proper or expected of us in certain situations, such as school.

A major cause of improper behavior in school, at any grade level, is the amount of stimulation and
gratification that is available in the home along with unstructured behavior. If your children are consistently
entertained by music, computers, and other electronic devices at home, they may have a problem adjusting to
school. We must develop a little school at home. This can be accomplished by having regular quiet times
and quiet study at home. Try turning off all electronic distractions one night a week. Your family can take ad-
vantage of this time to really get to know each other. Over time, your children will look forward to these quiet
family times. If your children can practice good school behavior in a quiet atmosphere at home, their self-
control at school will be much improved.

Focus and concentration are more learned skills that are important characteristics of self-control.
These learned skills can be improved with practice at home. Parents can demonstrate how important it is to
concentrate on a particular function, such as making dinner or paying bills. When your children realize that
many tasks require focus and concentration, they will soon see the benefits.

Suggested activities for grades 5-8:

* Host a contest night. The entire family participates in different contests, such as who can cut the longest
apple peel or build the tallest house of cards.

* Play No Peeking: one person calls out an object and the other must draw it without looking.

* Debate each other. Make sure the topic affects children (dress codes, curfews). Each side has two minutes
to speak in order to prove their point.

* Devote space for a thinking area. Provide a private hideaway for schoolwork and reading.
* Model calmness and civility during confrontations with your children.

< Cafeteria News

As we enter second semester it is with great pride that | announce the positive results of recent ZCS inspections. Each
school year the kitchens at Zionsville Community Schools receive a minimum of two unannounced inspections by the Boone County
Board of Health. In December, every one of our kitchens passed their inspection with no violations identified.

While these inspections are a surprise, it is our hope that we perform appropriately every day of our operations, regardless
of the presence of an inspector. The areas of concern that are reviewed consist of temperature checks of food and refrigeration, along
with a visual review of our activities and food handling techniques. In addition, this year many of the Food Service Managers were
quizzed by the Inspector as to when a staff member should refrain from working and handling food.

In order to prepare for these inspections, we have required our Cooks, Level I11 and Food Service Managers to successfully
complete an approved food safety course and examination. The information contained in the course relates to appropriate food re-
lated temperatures and many issues related to proper food handling techniques. These courses actually allow us to comply with the
Indiana State Department of Health requirement that one person in each eating establishment be identified as “the person in charge”
and become knowledgeable of food handling concerns. The Manager is the person in charge and yet we have additional staff mem-
bers who are equally as knowledgeable.

In fact, at this time, 23 of our current 59 staff members, or over 1/3 of our staff have successfully completed an approved
and accredited program. This far exceeds the required eight individuals who would be designated as “the person in charge” of our
eight eating establishments.
