Many stu-
dents walked over 30 miles this falll WOW! Please help your kids keep up the good work this winter. Take time to walk
with your children and figure out ways to fit in exercise as a family. The Wellness Committee is proud of all the kids and
encourages them to participate come spring! We are working on projects and programs for the winter, so please keep a
lookout for healthy things to come. Are you walking and moving? Keep going and shoot for 10,000 steps per day. Re-
member small bits of exercise do add up to big losses.

NOVEMBER’S HEALTHY HABIT

Change up your usual routine for better weight loss results. Try one or all of the following tips to get better results. 1) In-
corporate exercise balls into your weight lifting routine. It will challenge your core and balance; requiring more muscles
to fire and burning more calories. 2) Change your workout routine to burn more calories. Try in-line skating instead of
running. 3) Get more oomph from your walking workout by hiking on hilly terrain. Or, if you never touch the incline on
your treadmill, bump it up to 5%, and you’ll burn 50% more calories at the same pace. Final tip — Try standing on one
foot. That wobbling means you're recruiting more muscles in your legs and core for extra toning throughout your work-
out. Try it while doing any upper-body move: arm curls, side raises or overhead press. Don'’t forget to switch legs!!

21°' Century Scholars Program

Eligible 7th and 8" grade student who enroll in the Twenty-first Century Scholars Program and fulfill a pledge of good citizenship to the
state are guaranteed the cost of four years of college tuition at any participating public college or university in Indiana. If the student
attends a private institution, the state will award an amount comparable to that of a public institution. If the student attends a participat-
ing proprietary school, the state will award a tuition scholarship equal to that of lvy Tech State College. Twenty-first Century Scholars
sends applications to schools with 7th and 8" grade students enrolled. There are strict income guidelines for eligibility, so not every
student and family will qualify. Parents and/or guardians need to complete the application. Students and parents have access to 16
regional support sites providing services and guidance for college preparation. If you have any questions about the Twenty-first Cen-

November Character Trait, Cooperate
When your children can cooperate and work well with others, they are ready to take a vital step towards suc-
cess as lifelong learners and happy, productive adults.

Next to learning to communicate, learning to cooperate is one of the most essential skills for school success.
Children need to practice in order to develop good cooperation, collaboration, and direction following skills. Your child
will more likely cooperate with others if he or she feels accepted and valued.

If you have a child who is bashful, practice in small groups with friends and family members. Be sure to give a lot
of positive support and recognition, most children can learn to cooperate.

Suggested activities for grades 5-8:

* Practice open-ended questions such as, “How can we get the dinner table set in time for our company?” “What can
you do to best contribute to resolve this problem?” Issuing commands often defeats the motivation for cooperation.

* Make breakfast together, or plan a weekly menu together.

* Participate in local clean up days. Volunteering teaches children that one person makes a difference, and many people
cooperating together make an even bigger difference.

* Go on a bike photo safari. Then, collaborate to make a presentation of your photos for your family.

* Give occasional rewards when your children complete their chores for one week without being reminded. You should-

n’t announce your intent to do this in advance. When you occasionally reward them, it makes a point that others do ob-
serve and value their cooperation.

* When your child tells you about a group school project, use the opportunity to discuss ways they can work and encour-
age cooperation within the group (each member participating, sharing ideas). Offer your support (allow the group to
gather at your house, provide a snack), but encourage each group member to be responsible for the project’s comple-
tion.

A Note from the Office

What to do for a Planned Absence.

Every effort should be made to schedule vacations and trips at times other than school days. If this is unavoidable, the
parent must notify the school to prearrange vacations at least two (2) school days prior to the absence. If the school
does not receive notification at least 2 days prior to the absence, the absence will be considered unexcused. If the stu-
dent has more than ten (10) days absence a year including the vacation days, any vacation days over the ten
(10) days absence limit will be considered unexcused. After the parents have notified the school of the prearranged ab-
sence, the student should pick up a Prearranged Absence Form from the receptionist. Each teacher should sign the
form and determine when make up work will be due. Once every teacher signs the form, the student should return it to
the receptionist. Family vacations are not allowed during finals and will be considered unexcused absences
